The Virgil T. Grissom High School (GHS)

Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps (JROTC)

Booster Club

Constitution and By-Laws
General: The name of this organization shall be the Grissom JROTC High School Booster Club. This club shall exist at the discretion of the Senior Army Instructor at GHS.
Purpose: The purpose of this organization shall be to promote support for the GHS JROTC Corps of Cadets and their instructors; to promote fellowship and camaraderie among former cadets at GHS; to provide positive guidance to enrolled cadets at GHS when necessary; and to assist the Corps of Cadets at GHS in any way possible.
Membership: Membership shall be open to any person who meets any of the following criteria:

a) Parent or Guardian of any cadet currently or previously enrolled in GHS JROTC.

b) Formerly enrolled as a cadet at GHS for a minimum of two years or senior year and whose application is accepted by the general membership – favorable vote of two thirds of those attending the next scheduled meeting.

c) Former military person that is interested in promoting JROTC – whose application is accepted by the general membership by a favorable vote of two-thirds of those attending the next scheduled meeting.
Dues: There will be no annual dues for this organization because of member’s continuous support.
Officers and Executive Board Members:

a) The officers of this organization shall carry out their duties in an ethical and upstanding manner consistent with the spirit of the organization.  The officer positions and their duties shall be:

1. The Booster Club President, who shall preside over meetings throughout the year.

2. The Booster Club Vice-President, who shall assume the duties of the President in his or her absence or resignation.

3. The Booster Club Secretary, who shall maintain the minutes of the Executive Board and the General Membership Meetings and report on each at the General Membership Meeting monthly; shall notify members of the date of the next meeting.

4. The Booster Club Treasurer, who shall maintain the financial records of the organization and secure all monies in a checking account at a bank approved by the Executive Board; two signatures shall be required for checks of $500 or greater.  The Treasurer shall report all debits and credits to the Executive Board and the General Membership Meetings monthly and shall advise the members of all financial matters.

b) All Officers shall be members of the Executive Board.

c) The Officers shall be elected annually by the general membership at the last scheduled meeting of the school year. Nominations will be made in accordance with generally accepted rules of order and new Officers shall assume their duties immediately following the vote. A Nominating Committee, to convene in April, may submit a recommended slate of officers. Nominations from the floor will be accepted.
d) All Officers shall be elected for a term of one year.  It is requested that the Treasurer make a two-year commitment to serve in that position, but will be voted on each year.  In no case shall the same person hold any elected office more than two consecutive years.  Regular attendance of both Executive Board and General Membership Meetings is required to retain office.  Failure to uphold the responsibilities of the office accepted may be grounds for dismissal as determined by the other members of the Executive Board.
e) The Executive Board shall consist of the Senior Army Instructor, elected officers and at least five additional booster club members, who volunteer or are selected at the last meeting of each year. The Executive Board is responsible for setting the dates for General Membership Meetings, developing the Booster Club’s yearly budget to be voted by the Executive Board and the General Membership. The Executive Board will serve as voting members and assume any duties assigned by the president that will benefit the Booster Club.
Meetings:  The Booster Club meeting dates shall be presented at the first scheduled meeting which shall be announced by the President at the last meeting of the previous school year, except when decided by the general membership that a meeting the following month is unnecessary. There shall be no scheduled meeting during December, June or July unless warranted by exceptional circumstances.  At the discretion of the President and/or Executive Board, a special meeting may be called, with at least one week’s written notice mailed or emailed to the members of the booster club.  Notices of special meetings will also be posted on the website when possible.  The Executive Board shall meet monthly or at the call of the President or a majority of the Executive Board. A quorum shall consist of the members present at any meeting that received at least one week’s written notice.  Meetings shall be conducted in the following manner:

a) Call to Order

b) Minutes of Previous Meeting

c) Financial Report

d) Senior Army Instructor’s Report

e) Old Business – Discussion

f) New Business – Discussion

g) Good of the Order

h) Adjournment
Amendments: Any amendment to this Constitution and By-Laws must be submitted through the Executive Board who shall direct the President to submit the proposal for amendment to the general membership at the next scheduled meeting. A two-thirds vote of the members present will be necessary for adoption.

Amendment 2.0 to JROTC Booster Club

Constitution & By-Laws dated 15 May 2008
On November 8, 2007, the State of Alabama Department of Education issued a letter to all Superintendents entitled Guidelines for Financial Operations of School-Related Organizations.  To meet the requirements of those guidelines and to be in full compliance by June 1, 2008, the following revisions are being made to the JROTC Booster Club Constitution and By-Laws:
1. Amendment 1.0 is rescinded in full.

2. Officers authorized to sign for the Booster Club checking account are the President, Vice-President, and Treasurer.

3. The Booster Club shall maintain a post office box in the President’s name and shall be renewed annually.

4. The Booster Club shall maintain a fidelity bond on Officers authorized to sign on the checking account.

5. JROTC Instructors shall not collect funds, from any source, that are to be used and maintained by the Booster Club.
6. Accounting records of the Booster Club shall be reviewed on a yearly basis by a qualified individual.  A Review letter with an opinion of adequacy and known deficiencies shall be presented at the next booster meeting and a copy shall be given to the Grissom Principal.

7. The Treasurer shall provide the Grissom Principal with a monthly Income Statement.
